ABINGTON MANDATORY SINGLE STREAM RECYCLING PROGRAM

1. Place all recyclable products in a suitable container that is not more than 35 gallons in size. If you
need recycle stickers for your containers, they can be obtained from the town hall at no cost. ALL
RECYCLEABLE MATERIAL CAN BE PLACED IN THE CONTAINER TOGETHER.

2. Trash and recyclables must be placed at curbside before 7:00 A.Mm. on your regularly scheduled
collection day. See enclosed flyer for your pick up days.

3. If the recycling collector leaves items in the bin, it is because they are not recyclable. Please
put them in your regular trash.

WHAT TO RECYCLE

PAPER: IF IT RIPS - YOU CAN RECYCLE IT.

GLASS: All clear, green and brown food and beverage containers.
METAL: Deposit and non-deposit beverage cans, Metal food cans, Aluminum pie plates and trays (clean)

PLASTIC: Piastic milk, juice or water jugs, Soda bottles, Detergent bottles,
Plastic containers {1’0 thru {7" will be collected

YARD WASTE: The Compost Site at 171 Groveland Street is open on alternating Saturdays from
Spring to Fall 9:00 AM to 2:00 PM, Starting April 10, 2010, and closing November 20, 2010.

WHITE GOODS: Scrap metal, refrigerators, stoves, residential hot water heaters, humidifiers,
microwaves, gas grills (remove tank), lawn mowers (remove gas), washers, dryers, metal bedsprings,
dishwashers, air conditioners, etc. All white goods will be collected at curbside,

one day per week. There is a fee per item. (Two large items per dwelling unit, maximum) Residents
must call Waste Solutions Customer Service Department at 800-659-1501 to schedule a
collection. Full name and address will be required.

TELEVISION & COMPUTER MONITORS: Disposal permits may be purchased at the Board of
Health. Electronic equipment can be dropped off at 171 Groveland Street every other Saturday (sched-
ule above). Propane tanks can also be dropped off at the same location.

BULKY ITEMS: One bulky item per week is allowed. NO cast iron.

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIALS WILL NOT BE COLLECTED
If recyclables are picked up before regular trash, you MUST leave hin at curbside until your trash is collected.
